Revd. Miriam writes:

Dear Friends

‘For surely I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord, plans for
your welfare and not for harm, to give you a future with hope.’
Jeremiah chapter 29 verse 10

It was when I was praying about the Parish Day and thinking about
what God wants us to be doing to develop our church that I came
upon the words from Jeremiah written above. At this time of
searching and trying to understand God’s will I found these words
immensely reassuring and encouraging.

I shared these words with everyone as part of our opening worship at
the Parish Day because 1 believe that they contain a message
specifically for us at this stage in our ongoing growth and
development as a Christian community. Our Parish Day on Saturday
2" July focussed on our growth as individual Christians and as a
Christian community. We looked at recent research from this country
into what helps churches to grow and applied this to our current
situation. We explored how we are the church, what are our strengths
and weaknesses and, in our discussions, we took on board comments
made by you to your Giving in Grace visitors. The national research
identified seven areas that helped a church to be healthy and to grow,
these are:



Energized by faith

Seek to find out what God wants

Face the cost of change and growth

Operates as a community

Makes room for all

Does a few things and does them well.

- Outward looking focus

A church that has strengths in all, or is striving to achieve strengths in
all of the above is a church that is growing both in numbers and
spiritual depth.
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We then took part in an activity where we individually assessed our
church against key criteria in all of the above areas. On analysing the
results we have judged ourselves to be very strong in the areas of
doing a few things and doing them well and operating as a
community, but very weak in the areas of being energized by faith
and having an outward looking focus. We need to address these areas
if we are to grow as a church.

There will be further discussion about this at the PCC Get Together
on Saturday 31% July and specific action plans will be developed and
will form part of our Mission Action Plan. There is further
information about the Parish Day further on in the magazine in an
article written by Chris Fagan. If you have any questions or
comments to make please speak to me, your thoughts and comments
are very welcome.

August 1s the month for holidays and an opportunity to catch up on
some leisurely reading. Do have a look at the books in the church

library, there are some new additions that you may find interesting.

Whether you are going away this month or holidaying at home I hope
that you have a restful and enjoyable time.

Money Matters 2

Following my previous article about the Church finances and
forthcoming Giving in Grace programme in the March magazine, I
now write again as we reach the conclusion of this project.

Since my original piece, you will have listened to sermons, read
articles, prayed and probably even had a visit from another member
of the Church, all to focus your mind on what we are trying to
achieve at All Saints and the financial commitments that come with
1t.

As Planned Giving Officer, and part of the finance team, my attention
is obviously drawn to the financial side of the programme, but the
whole project has been about so much more.

Along with the prayer and discussion groups that have been meeting
regularly, the visits have been tremendously informative, answering
what all of you think about the church, our strengths, our weaknesses
and where we go next.

I personally found my own visits very interesting, especially the
opportunity to have such honest and open discussions about the
direction of our Church. However, my main focus is the Church
finances so back to that subject.



Although 1 expected a good response to the Giving in Grace
programme with the kind of people we have in the All Saints’ Family,
I was surprised by how good it was. Even with the poor current UK
economy, we have managed to increase our planned giving by over
£8000 per annum which will make a massive difference to our
finances both this year and in the future.

The other thing that surprised me was just how many people made
the decision to switch to monthly bank payments. Not only will this
save time for the few of us that spend hours counting and banking the
offertory each week, but it will also enable the finance team to budget
more easily knowing that we are guaranteed a certain monthly
amount.

For those of you who read my previous article, you may remember
my closing paragraph:

“Together and with the leadership of Miriam, I believe that we can
bridge the financial gap and become a stronger parish”.

Thank you for embracing the Giving in Grace programme with such
positivity and thoughtfulness, and for giving such a strong foundation
towards our long term goals of bridging the financial gap and
strengthening our parish community.

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Another Valuable Parish Day

Preliminary results of Giving in Grace visits were discussed and
financial information, supplied by Ben Alnutt, showed a projected
increase in income of about £8000, a very welcome and positive
outcome.

On the morning of 2™ July, 28 people met
and after an introductory prayer, Miriam
gave a presentation on where the parish
was and on how it might move forward.

Miriam then presented a graph which showed that church
membership had declined over 29 years, but that over the last 10
years it had remained fairly stable albeit relatively low. In stark
contrast a graph reflecting the attendance at the Family Services
showed significant growth over the last 5 years. However, it was
recognised that for the church to remain viable our approach to our
worship and how we are ‘the church’ needs to grow and develop,
both in terms of personal spirituality and as a Christian community.

Miriam presented seven marks of a healthy church, from a study
conducted of growing parish churches in the Durham diocese. These
churches:

Are energised by faith — rather than keeping things going or
trying to survive;

Operate as a community — rather than functioning as a club or a
religious organisation;

Do a few things and do them well — they are focussed rather
than frenetic;

Seek to find out what God wants — discerning the Spirit’s
leading rather than trying to please everyone;
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Have an outward looking focus — with a whole life rather than
church life concern;

Make room for all — being inclusive rather than exclusive;

Face the cost of change and growth — rather than resisting
change and fearing danger.

Miriam presented two contrasting visions of the church:

Church = building + priest + Sunday service or

Church = community + faith + action.
Miriam suggested that for our church to grow then the second vision
needs to be the one that we focus on.

We were set exercises to examine the idea of church as an engaging
faith community, with some challenging questions such as:

What motivates us as individuals in the life of the church?

How effective are we at nurturing our own faith and helping others
who are new or seeking faith?

How far does this church function as an organisation that people
are invited to join or as a community to which they can belong
and make a contribution?

Is our church a place where people can be real about themselves
and discover their gifts, finding a sense of vocation and freedom
to offer what they can rather than fit in with what is required?

The questions encouraged people to share their thoughts and some
forthright views were expressed, without yet leading to final
conclusions. Miriam thanked everyone for their contributions and
said she would use the feedback to establish some priorities for the
parish Mission Action Plan. She will publish a draft Action Plan later
in the Summer. Chris Fagan

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Encountering God through a Retreat in Daily Life

This was a very valuable and different experience for me, and one |
would highly recommend to you, if and when it is offered next year.
It took place over eight days in June; book ended by two short
Sunday afternoon services at St Mary’s, Rickmansworth. The first
service, on a very wet and cold afternoon, was an initial gathering,
where introductions were made, a special candle lit and explanations
on the practicalities of the week were given. Miriam was there from
All Saints’ as were Deborah from St Mary’s and Rachel from Christ
Church. Rachel was to be my prayer guide and over the following
week she patiently listened to me and helped me reflect on my
own prayer and how it could be developed. All of them had received
training on how to help us with our prayer, but what impressed me
most about Rachel was that she remembered things we discussed
over the week so accurately and her ability to empathise too with all
the issues that I presented her with. She showed me in a very gentle
way how to bring these before God and ask him for his help and
support.

We had all been asked to set aside 30 minutes daily for
personal prayer, and to spend about the same amount of /[
time each day to meet individually with our prayer guide, 1
at an agreed venue and time that fitted in with our
schedule. I chose 7.30 in the evening, which as the week
progressed I found myself really looking forward to.
Rachel started each session with lighting a candle and
when our time was up this was blown out. She often set

me a task to complete before our next session. Sometimes —
this was reading a Bible text which was then used as a

point of discussion: sometimes it was to construct a diagram of
events, and sometimes quite creative and imaginative tasks. One
evening [ was going on to meet up with my husband and some
friends for a drink. I had them all debating with me what shrub, or
tree or plant we felt we were at the moment, and what condition it
was in.
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The week was a time of much needed spiritual nourishment and gave
me invaluable support which helped me move forward tremendously
in my faith.

At the final thanksgiving service, this time on a warm and sunny
Sunday, we sang three hymns. One of them has always been a
particular favourite of mine, “Be still for the presence of the Lord, the
Holy One is here”. However, the words of this song had particular
resonance after the experience of the week, and judging from the
heartfelt way it was sung by all of us there, I wasn’t the only one to
feel this. Another one was “Be thou my vision, O Lord of my heart,”
and as I was singing this it meant so much more than it had ever
meant before. The line “Be thou my soul’s shelter, be thou my strong
tower” encapsulated what this week of prayer had meant for me.

Thank you to all in the Rickmansworth Deanery for this unique
opportunity.

A few weeks ago I went to a Christian festival which has had a big
impact on my faith and I want to share this with you today.

I have been a member of the Girls Brigade, which meets at the
Baptist church, for about 6 years.

As a Young
Leader I was invited to attend a national festival which took place
over a weekend in Hemel Hempstead. It was a residential festival
with about 600 people from all over the country and the theme for the
weekend was “Tune in to the message.”

It was the first time that I have been on a Christian based festival and
I was very nervous and apprehensive as I got ready to go, I didn’t
know what to expect and when I arrived and saw so many people I
was even more nervous.

The event started on Friday evening with worship. It was amazing. |
have never experienced worship like this before. The words of the
songs really spoke to me. People were really involved in the singing,
not just singing words but engaging their whole self in the words and
the music so that the joyful songs really did feel like we were
praising God and the quieter songs were so prayerful. It wasn’t about
people jumping around and waving their arms, it was people being
moved to express their love for God through what they were singing.
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Even now I find it hard to put into words what this experience meant
to me, but I do know that the nervousness and anxiety I had arrived
with just went and I had an amazing sense of God being with me and
reassuring me that everything was going to be alright.

We had worship twice every day during the weekend and it was
always like an amazing encounter with God. We also had speakers
during the day who I found inspiring. They used really good
examples to help us to understand things in the Bible. One example
was when they were talking about how God responds to us when we
put the effort in to spend time with Him. It involved a bottle of coke
and some mento mints. The person leading the
talk dropped a mento mint into the bottle of coke
and the coke began to fizz, the more mentos he
put in the more it fizzed until it was overflowing
from the bottle. He used this to show us that the I
more we relate to and worship God the more he - /
will fill us with the Holy Spirit which will give =
life to our faith and how we live our life, full of ’C =

the fizz of the Holy Spirit!

One of the speakers was a lady called Shell Perris. I had already read
a book she had written before I went on the conference, and really
enjoyed it so I was really looking forward to hearing her speak. I was
not disappointed, she was amazing, she told us about how God has
touched her life and the difference He has made in her life, she talked
with such openness and honesty and I could really feel the Holy
Spirit flowing out of her and touch each one of us, a bit like the coke
overflowing when the mentos were dropped in. Listening to Shell
made me realise how much I wanted to know God in a deeper and
more meaningful way. I wanted to feel his presence through my
prayers, through my worship and in my daily life not only over this
weekend but always. I felt so inspired by everything that I
experienced, and on the last evening at worship, we were invited to
go forward and commit our life to God. I felt God pushing me
forward and when I got to the front it was Shell Perris who prayed for
me. I felt an amazing sense of God being with me and filling me with

his love.
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Something else that I found really helpful over the weekend was the
way a number of prayer corners had been set up around the worship
area. Each prayer corner helped us to experiment with prayer and
taught us to pray in a different way, for example there was a corner
that had lots of cushions and it was just a place where you just sit
quietly and pray.

The prayer corner that I found most helpful was the one that
involved art. After reflecting on a passage in the bible we were
encourage to use a variety of art media such as paint, clay and
crayons to express something about what that passage had meant for
us and communicate this back to God. I had never realised that
prayer can be so varied.

I came away from this weekend really inspired and really aware of
God’s presence in my life. It is really hard to balance this experience
of worship with our worship here at All Saints’, but I love singing in
the choir and I really believe that this is the church where God wants
me to be. Today I have chosen the hymns and the New Testament
reading because I feel God has spoken to me through them and I
want you too to realise how God speaks to us through the words we
hear and sing and the music. Some of the hymns might be a bit
unfamiliar to you, but the old hymns you love are just as unfamiliar
to me and the rest of us younger people in the choir. We need to
learn from each other and it is good to have a balance of traditional
music and modern music.

I hope that in sharing my experience you will now have a little
understanding of the needs of us younger people as we try to grow in
faith. To finish my talk I would like you to listen to a song called
Because of your Love sung by Al Gordon. This is one of my
favourite songs because I think the words are so inspiring. As the
music plays Grace, Teresa and I are going to give you a verse from
scripture and I really pray that God will speak to you this morning.

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Book Review: The Railway Man

by Eric Lomax
Originally published by Jonathan Cape in 1995 and now
available in paperback from Vintage Books

This 1s the autobiography of a soldier who was beaten almost to death
as a Japanese prisoner of war and of his emotional wounds which
took much longer than his physical illness to heal.

The title is very apt as so many of the aspects of the story are linked
to railways. Eric Lomax was born in 1919 and grew up near
Edinburgh. He had a fascination with railways and would cycle
many miles to see specific steam locomotives.

As war was looming in 1939 he joined the Royal Corp of Signals
and eventually found himself in Singapore just in time to be captured
by the advancing Japanese army. As a prisoner he first had relatively
good treatment in a team maintaining equipment used in constructing
the Burma-Siam Railway. When the radio, he and a group of
colleagues had constructed, came to light and more specifically the
sketch map he had made of the whole railway was discovered his
troubles began. His inhuman treatment with various torture
techniques was harrowing to read and I sometimes thought “perhaps
Hiroshima was fair dos after all”. His life was saved by his refusal to
admit to spying; his mapping of the railway was genuinely because of
his ‘railway mania’ which the Japanese interrogators found difficult
to understand.

The latter part of Eric’s story tells of his long process of emotional
healing, much helped by his second wife (met on a train) and the
newly formed Medical Foundation for the Care of Victims of Torture.
Forgiveness came at the end in quite an amazing way. [ will leave
you to read the book so that you can find out yourself.

One of the last taboos today is 'Death'. Society has pushed it ever
further away as we resort to nips, tucks and Botox to defy ageing, and
prefer a quick cremation to a grave and stone, which is a
ready invitation to grieve and for mourners to face their own
mortality.

One of my best friends died of a heart attack recently as he was
stepping out of a plane in Miami where he was going on holiday. Rev.
Peter had been perfectly fit until then and seemed destined for a long
and happy retirement. As his executor I suddenly found myself thrust
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into the miasma that involves the sorting out of other people’s affairs.
However there was one blessing, he had left a short uncomplicated
will. As I read and reread this lifesaving document it struck me
as amazing that sixty per cent of people in our country leave no will
at all in our so called 'educated' society.

To die intestate must be a tremendous ordeal for those nearest and
dearest who one leaves behind. It must also cause friction and
bitterness and expense on an enormous scale — even a will can cause
problems to those left out but it is relatively cheap and very
effective and makes an executor's life so much easier.

Obviously most Christians believe in a life after death and have an
advantage when approaching the preparation for it — our own church
benefits from generous legacies. It is the growth of a largely secular
society that is preventing many from carrying out this simple task,
believing it to be bad luck in advancing the dreaded D. Day.

Certainly being an executor has been a revelation to me, particularly
in the fact that people who think they have nothing to leave, do in
fact have houses and possessions worth very large amounts of money.
The opportunities for family bickering and bitterness are manifest.
One needs a steady nerve to do it properly.

Our church has been through a period of Giving in Grace to help it
survive and grow. If you haven't yet written a will — do so as soon as
possible with possibly an additional appropriate legacy to the future
of your religious group which gives you comfort, and companionship
in the fellowship we so much love.
