One Hundred Years Ago

Our archives contain bound copies of the Parish Magazine for most
years since 1900, although unfortunately most are missing between
1912 and 1934. In January 1911 there was a page and a half from our
parish, 22 pages of edifying articles sent out to all parishes in the
country and four and a half pages of advertisements, ranging from
Bird's Custard to Dorrell & Son, Bakers and Confectioners of
Croxley Green.

The pages from All Saints' had a letter from the Vicar, an article from
the Church Defence Committee on the threat to church schools and
the Register. Births were recorded like this:

Nov 2271 the wife of Alfred Timberlake, birth of a son.

Only the man of the house was named; his wife and child were not so
important!

The edifying pages had a wide range of artidlea new year's
message from the Lord Bishop of Worcester; advice to parishioners
on what work they can do; how sepia, the watercolour pigment is
extracted from cuttlefish; a short story explaining that a child's
miserable death in the workhouse is not in vain, because 'that little
bed is a very altar, white and fair, from whence the sufferer's hand
dispenses the sacrament of God's Love'. There was a serial about an
adopted son, advice on how to revitalise stale bread, a history of the
police service and a children's page which included the following
story:

Babushka

In Russia, there is a legend told, at this season, of the
Babushka, an Eastern woman who (the story goes)
was called upon by the Wise Men, in their journey,
to come to them, and find Him Whose star they had
seen.

But her answer was, Al cannot cc
so the caravan passed onward, and when, a little later, she followed,
it was too far ahead for her to overtake. Since then, she has drifted
about the world, ever looking for the Saviour, but in vain. On every
little child she meets, she looks with eager eyes, hoping that it might
be He; and Russian children believe that it is the Babushka who
brings their Christmas gifts.

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25th January - The Conversion of St Paul

January is a month of the beginning of great things! As well as the
naming of the Son of God, we celebrate the conversion of the greatest
ever apostle of the Christian faith. Many books have been written on
Paul, and here is the briefest of
introductions.

He was a Jew,

Tarsus, and brought up by th

Rabbi Gamaliel as a Pharisee. ST.‘Paqf
devout, fanatical Jew, Sau ‘
persecuted the Christians, ar \(%L
watched with satisfaction thew
first Christian martyrdom, the <"
stoning of Stephen. Then on hi
way to Damascus Saul had
vision of Christ that stoppec
him, literally, in his tracks. He

realised that this Jesus whom he was persecuting was in fact the
Messiah for whom he had longed.

Saul changed overnight. He took a new name, Paul, and became an
evangelist for the cause of Christ. He became a leader in the early
Church, and his special calling was as an apostle to the Gentiles. He
wrote many epistles to the young churches he fouridadd thus,
inadvertently, wrote a great part of the New Testament.

Life as the greatest apostle was hardly full of perks: he was stoned,
beaten, mobbed, homeless, hated, imprisoned, and finally martyred.
Tradition has it that he was beheaded in Rome during the persecution
of Nero in AD 614, and buried whi
the wallsd now stands. Hi s mi ght
belief in many millions of people down the centuries.
