Revd. Miriam writes:

Dear Friends

At this time of year I love walking my dog Ridley through the woods.
Autumn is such a beautiful season with the gold, red and brown
colouring of the leaves, which fall to form a beautiful carpet on the
ground for us to crunch through as we walk. These leaves will soon
mulch down to form a compost that will in turn feed the earth and
provide much needed nutrients for the new seeds buried under the
ground preparing themselves for the coming spring. The leaves fall
away from the branches of the trees, leaving space for the new buds,
which will appear in just a few months, as the cycle of life goes on.
Autumn reflects a necessary ending to enable a new beginning.

It is at this time of year that our services in church help us to reflect
on endings and new beginnings. Endings are often hard to bear, they
sap our energy and leave us with feelings of hopelessness and unrest.
It 1s through looking at the seasons that we can perhaps make sense
of these endings. As Christians we do not believe that death and loss
is final. We believe that Jesus came to defeat death and open the way
for us to share with him the place that he went to prepare for us. We
also believe that through his spirit God can help us work through
whatever losses we have experienced, finding new life after what
seemed like an end. This is what we take with us into November as

we celebrate two very special church festivals, All Saints’ Day and
All Souls’ Day.



All Saints’ Day this year is on Tuesday 1% November, this is our
Patronal Festival which we will celebrate on Sunday 30™ October. In
this service we remember and give thanks to God for the lives of
saints who have gone before us. November 2™ is All Souls’ Day
when we remember those we have known and loved who have died.
As is our tradition we will be having a special service on Saturday
29™ October at 10am for anyone who has known the pain of loss and
wants to reach out to the hope of new life, which our Christian faith
promises us. It 1s an opportunity to remember our loved ones by
name and to place a flower in a display as well as lighting a candle,
which will be placed on the Altar in their memory. After the service
these candles will be kept and re-lit during our Advent and Christmas
services to symbolise their ongoing life in the presence of God.

At the end of November we celebrate Advent Sunday, the start of the
new Christian year. Advent calls us to look back to the past and ahead
to the future. It also symbolises our spiritual journey as Christians as
we remember that Christ has come, that he is present in the world
today and that he will come again in power.

May you know God’s love and presence with you.

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Bishop Paul’s Visit

We welcomed the Right Revd. Paul Bayes, Bishop of Hertford, to our
church on Sunday morning October 26th: he was Celebrant and
Preacher at our parish communion service and thanked us for ‘having
him!’

In his sermon the Bishop commented on the Bible readings (Isaiah 47
vl-7 & 1 Thessalonians 1 v1-10) and demonstrated the relevance of
these to events today. He noted that currently it was on the steps of
St. Paul’s Cathedral, at the heart of the City of London, that people
were gathered to protest about the way our financial system is being
run.

In 539BC King Syrus of Persia conquered Babylon, the most
powerful city of that time. Isaiah hailed him as the ‘Lord’s anointed’,
but reminded him that it was God who put him where he was. God i1s
greater that anything we can even imagine.

The Bishop challenged us to think about what we can do in our lives
to be obedient to God above all. Heartening news this morning was
of the generous donations made by people of this country to the
Disasters Emergency Committee after the recent natural disasters and
famine in other countries. Christians are called to live as salt and light
for the world — to live for God. Jean Walford

Bishop Paul stayed on and joined in the Family Service. The Bible
story was about Zaccheus who wanted to see Jesus. The Bishop gave
a short talk to the grown-ups while the children were doing their
activities. He encouraged us to keep our eyes open and see what is
going on around us and to engage with the situations around us using
our Christian understandings. At the refreshment time afterwards he
showed us another of his skills, juggling three of the tennis balls he
found in a box, saying he couldn’t do more than three.

Mothers’ Union

At our meeting at the beginning of October, Pauline
Yates gave us an insight into some of the interesting
places to visit in Hertfordshire and Bedfordshire. All
places were considered on the grounds of easy access, good parking
and good refreshment facilities.

Many places were mentioned, some of which had been visited by our
members. The Natural History Museum in Tring was built in 1889
to house the private collections of Lord Walter Rothschild. Explore
the authentic Victorian galleries and marvel at the thousands of
specimens from around the world. This museum, as well as the
Stockwood Discovery Centre, hosts the wildlife photographer of the
year competition with over 100 stunning photographs capturing the
beauty and dangers of the natural world.

Mill Green 1s a mill and museum between Hatfield and Welwyn — a
hands-on experience of workshops and courses on wood turning,
bread making — after learning to mill your own flour, working with
clay, classic car days, Teddy Bears’ Fun Days and many more
interesting courses for young and old.

Knebworth House — events include an Easter Egg Trail, Jousting at
Easter and County Shows. They host classic car and motorcycle
shows, whilst in the evening they host ghost tours and bat walks.
Hatfield House — the home of the 7th Marquess of Salisbury which
celebrates over 400 years of culture, history and entertainment and
these include Craft Fairs, Proms in the Park, Frost Fairs, whilst the
Stable Yard has been made into a shopping area with jewellery,
interior design and an old fashioned sweet and toy shop.

Ashridge — A National Trust Woodland area with the Bridgewater
Monument, a visitor centre and they host Second World War
enactments on special occasions. Dunstable Downs — views of kites
and gliders from the local clubs and also a visitor centre.
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Wardown Park Museum - exhibitions of lace and textiles and hats
from local factories. They have rotating exhibitions from local
artists. Redbourn Museum — and silk mill, houses a collection of
farm tools.

St Albans — with its Cathedral and Abbey church, Clock Tower, de
Havilland Aircraft Heritage Centre, Museum of St. Albans,
Kingsbury Watermill near Verulamium Park, Verulamium Museum —
which houses beautiful objects from the Roman City of Verulamium,
Organ Museum and Theatre.

Getting near to home we have the John Dickinson paper mill at
Apsley, and Hemel Hempstead old town with its antique shops and
connection with the TV series ‘Pie in the Sky’.

These are some of the many places to visit: it was a whistle stop tour
of the area in which I am sure everybody could find something that
would interest them.

Lionel Bart’s BLITZ!
From the other side of the footlights

The traditional good luck message is “Break a leg”, but I broke a hip,
so after seven years of taking some part in the Harvest Singers’
shows, this time I was in the audience. °Blitz!” went with a real
swing and energy and on both Friday 7th and Saturday 8th October
the audience joined in spontaneously and enthusiastically with some
rhythmic clapping!

Set in 1940s London, ‘Blitz!” opened with the wailing siren of an air
raid warning and people hastening for the shelter of the Bank
underground station.
