             Mothers’ Union 

 
The last month has been a very busy one for the 

Mothers‘ Union.  On Friday, 2nd September  we had a 

guest speaker, Mr. Taylor, from the Watford 

Chaplaincy. The Watford Town Centre Chaplaincy is 

described as a Christian Organisation providing a listening ear and 

building bridges of understanding and trust between industry, faith, 

commerce and society. Mr. Taylor talked to us about the work of the 

Chaplaincy and its various aspects both in the town centre and in the 

Watford Waterways Chaplaincy, which is his own speciality.  British 

Waterways is set to move to charitable status in 2012.

200 Years of Church Schools 

 
The front cover of the St. Albans Diocese Directory for 2010/11 is 

covered with pictures of Church Schools interspersed with the words 

200 years of Church Schools 1811-2011.  This aroused our interest 

and looking inside the Directory we found out that in 1811 the 

‗National Society of the Education of the Poor and the Principles of 

the Established Church‘ (now known simply as The National Society) 

was founded to provide a school in every parish.  The objective was 

to offer education to those with no other opportunity, and this took 

place 50 years before the State began providing free education. 

 

There will be Diocesan celebrations in St. Albans Cathedral on the 

11th and 12th October with children taking part in music and drama 

and on the 14th October there will be a service in Westminster Abbey 

with children taking a key part again.

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Celebrating the Harvest 

 
We celebrated Harvest on September 10th –11th, a little earlier than 

in previous years.  The Saturday evening Supper followed our 

traditional pattern, starting with the Grace ‗Benedic Domine‘ set to 

music by Julian Cable, who was playing the piano, and sung by 

members of the church choir.  For the supper which followed we had 

to thank  the Social Committee headed by Lyndon and Ann Palmer, 

and supervised for them by Fran Bennett, with help from Valerie 

Kendle and Francesca Sams.  Having enjoyed our own feast we had a 

collection for this year‘s Bishop‘s appeal and raised nearly £170. 

 

The Harvest Appeal relates to the Poipet region of north west 

Cambodia, on the border with Thailand, where many families are 

desperately poor – earning less than £1 a day.  An informative 

pamphlet provided at the Harvest Supper told us of the opportunity to 

invest in the work of the Tearfund combined with the Cambodian 

Hope Organisation (CHO).  The pamphlet told us that  £10 will train 

up a family to use the land round their home to grow vegetables and 

raise  animals; £20 will supply a family with a start-up kit of hoe, 

seeds, seedlings and fertiliser to help them create a home garden that 

feeds them and earns them a living; £60 will provide a family with a 

loan of pigs for them to breed to provide food and an income that 

pays for essentials such as schooling and health care. 

 

A varied entertainment followed, introduced by Chris Fagan who also 

gave us Hilaire Belloc‘s Cautionary Tale about a Boy eaten by a Lion.  

We welcomed Lucy Lee back and she sang ‗Art Thou Troubled‘  and 

‗Over the Rainbow‘. Julian Cable gave two piano solos by Beethoven 

and Mendelssohn and three of our younger choir members sang 

solos.  Hayley, chose ‗On My Own‘ from Les Miserables, Teresa sang 

‗Angel‘ by Sarah McLachlan, and Ellen sang ‗Thank you for the 

Music‘ by ABBA.  Two surprise items were the magician‘s act with 

some amazing feats by Andy Benoy and a Pam Ayres poem rendered 

very credibly by Miriam. We closed with the choir singing four 

songs.

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Why Samaritans Started,  

by Chad Varah, its Founder 
 

―I wasn't suicidal.  I wasn't at a loose end.  I was busy and needed as 

Vicar of St Paul's Clapham Junction, Chaplain of St John's Hospital 

Battersea and Scriptwriter for Eagle and Girl comics.  When I wasn't 

running an 'open' youth club, or bawling prayers at geriatric patients, 

or teaching in my Church School, or cycling around giving Holy 

Communion to the sick, I was pounding my typewriter up to 2 or 3am 

earning my living, as my stipend was only enough to pay my 

secretary. 

 

It had been 18 years since I made my debut in the ministry by 

burying a 14 year old girl who'd killed herself when her periods 

started, thinking it was VD.  I'd done nothing about suicide,  Then I 

read that there were three suicides a day in Greater London. What 

were they supposed to do if they didn't want a Doctor or Social 

Worker from our splendid Welfare State?  What sort of a someone 

might they want?  Well, some had chosen me.  If it was so easy to 

save lives, why didn't I do it all the time?  How, I answered myself, 

and live on what?  And how would they get in touch at the moment of 

crisis?  There ought to be an emergency telephone number for 

suicidal people, I thought.  Then I said to God, be reasonable!  Don't 

look at me... I'm possibly the busiest person in the Church of 

England.  It'd need to be a priest with one of those city churches with 

no parishioners.  

  

Out of the blue, I got a telegram inviting me to apply for St Stephen, 

Walbrook, in the heart of the City of London.  Interviewed by the 

Patrons, the Worshipful Company of Grocers, I told them of my crazy 

scheme.  The decision of these successful men to appoint me, because 

they thought it was worth a try, gave me immense confidence.  The 

telephone number of the church turned out to be the one I'd planned 

to ask for, MAN 9000.

With my secretary Vivien I coped with callers-up and callers-in for 

some weeks from 2nd November 1953: but then useless amateurs 

began offering to help.  I bounced off the ones I didn't like and 

graciously allowed the ones I found agreeable to run errands for me 

and keep the clients amused while waiting to be ushered in to my 

presence. It soon became evident that they were doing the clients 

more good than I was.  Everybody needed befriending (as we called 

it then): only a minority needed my counselling, or referral to a 

psychiatrist.  By 2nd February 1954, I called these amateurs together 

and said, ―Over to you Samaritans.  Never again shall I pick up the 

emergency phone, nor be the one to say ‗Come in and have a coffee‘, 

when a client taps at the door.  I shall select you and supervise you 

and discipline you and sack you if necessary, and see the clients who 

need something more than your befriending, and I shall make the 

decisions you are not competent to make.  But you are the life-savers, 

and one day everyone will recognise what suicidal people need.‖ 

Many have now.  Befriending has saved thousands of lives in Britain.  

My job now is to organise it all over the world, until suicide becomes 

unimportant as a cause of death." 

 

Chad continued to organise befriending all over the world until his 

death in 2007 aged 95 and the number of branches in Britain is now 

at 201, with 18,000 active volunteers.  Calls to Samaritans have 

continued to go up every year.  E-mail and text messaging contacts 

are clear examples of just how much things have changed since the 

days of St Stephen, Walbrook.  But the basic principles have always 

remained the same.  Samaritan volunteers are still available 24 hours 

a day, 365 days a year to offer confidential emotional support to 

anyone in despair or distress.
